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If self-preparing and eFiling don’t interest you, or you would like one-on-one assistance, visit a local VITA site to have your taxes prepared by an IRS-trained volunteer for FREE! I-CAN! eFile is a web-based software that will help you do your federal and state of Michigan taxes and apply for the EITC online for FREE! I-CAN is available in English and Spanish.  Taxes are easy to do with I-CAN! eFile and you don't need to be a computer expert. Answer a few questions and the software will prepare your tax forms for you. 





Do you qualify?


I-CAN! eFile is for who have lived and worked in the same state all year and who do not itemize their deductions.








What is the EITC?


The Federal Earned Income Tax Credit (EITC) program is worth over $31 billion to working families. This credit can return as much as $5,751 a year to you at tax time. The average return is about $2,000. The dollar amount of the credit increases if you have children. There are also maximum household income limitations that apply to receive the EITC.

3. Information about any other income (self-employment, rental property, unemployment benefits, pension, retirement, interest, annuity, and any other source)

6. Your bank account’s routing number, if you want to direct deposit your refund


7. Your email address, if you want to eFile
