Volunteering at a VITA site requires completing these steps:


REGISTRATION lets us know your interest, provide contact information, indicate your preferences for training and site assignments, and obtain training materials.  The information required is minimal, but must be current, so that VITA and site coordinators can get in touch with you. 


CERTIFICATION You must attend a training class and have a passing grade of 70% in an open book VITA/TCE Exam. You must also be at least 18 years old.  The exam can be taken in the classroom, or online through IRS Link and Learn.  


SIGNING the Volunteer Agreement and Statement of Conduct at the site.
